The minutes from the March 5, 2026 Board Meeting were reviewed and approved as presented.  

· Treasurer’s report
The Treasurer’s report was presented by Paul Lawrence. A written report was distributed to the board. Our current balance as of $41,759 as of April 7th. Down over $3000 from last year at this time. 79 people have paid dues this year, fewer households have paid year over year.  Motion to reimburse Bob for $140+ for 3 flags was approved.  

· City Updates – Joe Darter (Mark & Rick)
Joe was unable to attend the meeting.  Floating dock by Howard Park had been removed.  The area with the black plastic silt fence by Davis Lodge is targeted for the new maintenance building.  The city has plans to put up a split rail fence across from the Green Gables to prevent people from parking in the grass.  Gridley Telephone is in the process of removing junction boxes if they are not in use.  The city has brought Farnsworth into the bid process for our roads.  Neil Finland is working on specs for 2” asphalt overlay to repair our roads.  We are still in the bid process.  The money from our lease fees is continued to be targeted for our roads. The city has also purchased a new asphalt machine.  John Bishop from Farnsworth was brought in to develop a plan to remodel Davis Lodge.  The remodel will be paid for with the rental fees from Davis Lodge.  Long term review of a sewer system for Hudson, Towanda and Lake Bloomington.
