The minutes from the January 15, 2026 Board Meeting were reviewed and approved. 

· Treasurer’s report
The Treasurer’s report was presented by Bob Freitag. Our current balance is $39,148.80. 

· City Updates – Mark Csanda
Per a meeting with Joe darter: Brett Lueschen is the new Director of the Water Department. Brett has maintained a good relationship with the LBA. Joe shared that boat registrations have been sent out and our lease, garbage and dock fees were mailed yesterday.  The bid window for road improvements at the lake was missed.  The city is in the process of bidding and hopes to get the initial roads done by late summer, early fall or early next spring.  Our lease fee money will be used for the road improvements. The lake level is not as low as it has been the last 2 years at this time.  There are 8.5 billion gallons of water in the two lakes and the city uses 12 million gallons per day.  We  have approximately 500 days of water in the lakes right now.  

Joe is participating in the National “Fix a Leak” campaign.  If your house waterline is insured, you have coverage from the main line to your house.  Please report any changes that may be a leak outside to the city.  If you have insurance, it would be repaired at no cost.  Joe is also participating on a Panel at Starved Rock related to water conservation.  There was a water main break at the corner down from the Green Gables. It was on the line that goes to town and a few houses feed off of that line.  The leak has been repaired.     

Tom asked why there is a silt fence near Davis Lodge. Mark will check with Joe.  

Joe shared he is feeling good.  His surgery was successful.  

There will be a presentation on the “State of the Lakes” on March 10th at Davis Lodge 6:00 PM.
