The Lake Bloomington Association October 16, 2025 meeting was called to order by Bob Freitag at 7:05 PM.

The minutes from the August 14, 2025 Board Meeting were reviewed and approved as presented.   

· Treasurer’s report 
The Treasurer’s report was presented by Paul Lawrence. A written report was distributed to the board by e-mail. Paul shared the year-end financial report, prepared by Rick Mehall. Our balance as of September 30, 2025 was $38,819, which is $2385 above last year. Our total income was $37,953, (approximately $1985 above last year). 206 members paid dues this year and fireworks donations were $2400 over last year.  Expenses were approximately $7000 less than budgeted.  

· City Updates 
Joe Darter shared we have been pumping water from Lake Evergreen into Lake Bloomington for about 6 weeks. The city had been previously told that we couldn’t do that. A recent call to Springfield and they said it was ok.  We are drawing out about 9 million gallons a day and putting 3 million back in.  We will be treating both lakes with the algaecide treatment at a cost of $112K for Lake Bloomington and $88000 for Lake Evergreen.

A new fence is being installed near the water treatment plant and Waterside Way will be closed to public transportation. This is due to a new generator and 2 new fuel tanks being installed across the road from the current plant. 
 
Discussion continues about strategic dredging at both lakes. Joe met with the mayor about dredging, water quality and roads around the lake. Looking at options for the silt that will be removed from the lake. Looking to need approximately 400 acres. The city is considering building a pipeline to the Illinois River.  
 
Bloomington has a home deficit of approx. 5000 homes.  If those homes were built and occupied the city would not be able to provide water to support those residences. 

The city will continue to budget the lease income for road work around the lake using chip and seal or they may be able to do some asphalt. Lake roads are considered private roads owned by the city. The Townships do not spend any of their income from lake residents (~$96000) for the lake roads. The County has done a good job maintaining main roads around the lake. (PJ Keller and Ron Smith).

Rick Hamm, Darryl & Kathy Oncken met with Joe to discuss the beautification.  Joe has been in contact with Joe Bennett to provide estimates for repairs on planters around the lake, including the one on Ron Smith/Tepee and the bed at east end of North Park. Discussion to see if LBA would consider contributing $3600 to help with the costs. Rick is working with Joe Bennett to get a bid for the maintenance of the beds around the lake.
