The Lake Bloomington Association June 2025 meeting was called to order by Bob Freitag at 7:04 PM.  

The following board members were present:

The minutes from the April 10, 2025 Board Meeting were reviewed and approved with a minor correction.   

The Treasurer’s report was presented by Paul Lawrence. A written report was distributed to the board by e-mail. Our current balance is $50,068, just slightly lower than last year. Paul noted that fireworks donations are at $17,465 this year. We received a $3,000 from one family.  Total income is at $27,000, expenses are normal and net income is $13,633.

Initiative Reports
City Liaison – Mark C
Mark and Bob met with Joe Darter. Compliments to Joe on the lake patrol.  There was additional discussion about boaters in the no wake zone.  Feedback will be provided to Joe.  
Purple Martin gourds at North Park are doing well in their new location.  
Joe shared the city has turned the corner on water quality. 
The city is working on a new charcoal filter that will be installed near the water treatment plant in Jan/Feb 2026.  There have been concerns voiced from lake residents on the new water meters.  Joe shared that data is stored on the old meter.  When the stored data becomes available it is billed. 
The dredging project has been scaled back. Looking at strategic dredging, looking to install destratifyers to churn up the sediment coming in from the creeks which will keep the sediment moving vs settling on the bottom of the lake.  
The new administration, Ed Andrews, Jeff Jurgens and Dan Brady are also working to find a solution for our interior roads around the lake. Looking at the motor fuel tax and collaborating with McLean County in order to do larger bids to save money. Inner loop is being included in a bid this summer.  Plans to hot patch potholes and then chip & seal the road for an estimated cost of $30K. If the inner loop project goes well, next year White Owl, Hiawatha, Teepee and Sunset may be completed. With additional roads considered in 2027.  Lake lot lease fees ($100K) in 2026 will be dedicated to road repairs.  
Dan Brady is also interested in getting feedback from residents before setting policy.  
Bob also shared that Money Creek Township is planning to move the conex containers from the township building to the old Girl Scout Camp. The containers are used by 5-6 local fire departments for training purposes.

Matt’s original contact withdrew due to personal reasons. Shannon is looking into another potential solution provider.  

Fireworks Contract – Bob
The contract for 2025 has been signed with a cost of $17,250.  Initial concerns on the decrease in “shots” (1415 last year to 722 this year) was explained by the vendor. The show will be 3-4 minutes longer with fewer ground shots.  Waiting on permits from the city and the county.  Paperwork was turned in on June 3rd.  Matigian’s noted their fireworks show decreased in cost by 6%. 

AirBNB Concerns – Angie & Bob
BJ Armstrong has decided not to utilize his residence as an AirBNB.  

New business
Fourth of July – Traci/Bob
Signs have been placed around the lake for the fireworks and the pontoon parade.  Gift certificates have been procured for the participants.  Traci sent an email to LBA members today about upcoming events. Contact will be made with last year’s winner to judge the participating pontoons this year. The parade starts at 3:00 pm and will be led by Lake Patrol.
