The minutes from the July 10, 2025 Board Meeting were reviewed and approved. 

Treasurer’s report
The Treasurer’s report was presented by Paul Lawrence. Our current balance in our checking account is $36,657. Fireworks totaled $17,250 and the fireworks donations totaled $19,545.  The collection letters previously sent out resulted in 6 more LBA members paying their dues with a total of 203 paid. Last year we were at 198.  Also, since the last meeting, we have received $775 in firework donations.

City Liaison – Mark C
· Mark met with Joe this week.  Joe shared the clean up after the 4th went well and Lake Patrol, Kyle reported no issues over the holiday weekend. 
· Progress is to be made in August on resurfacing the inner loop.  Joe met with McLean Co Asphalt and Binich will be doing the chip & seal (CA-16). Lease fees will continue to fund road repairs around the lake. The following roads are planned for resurfacing next summer (2026): White Owl, Hepatica, Hiawatha, Teepee, Sunset and possibly Columbine if the budget allows.  
· Dredging is still being discussed. The destratification is being implemented. Conventional dredging may be utilized to address specific areas around the lake where nitrate levels are higher.  
· Joe plans to attend fall dinner. It was suggested to invite Ed Andrews and Mayor Dan Brady.  
· Can they do the poles and rope across from the Green Gables.   
· Joe is working to collect lease fees from 31 lake residents.  
· Tom asked Mark to suggest to Joe that the city put up poles/ropes like they have install in other areas around the lake instead of the barricades and caution tape as a more permanent/visually appealing solution across from the Green Gables.

Action Item: Cybernautic website development proposals – Bob/Traci, Carey
The board has been discussing website development for approximately a year. Cary brought Cybernautics to the LBA and they provided a formal recommendation and contract for review. We need to decide our direction. Helen made a motion to accept the contract as presented from Cybernautics and Tom seconded the motion. The development fee will be waived and the annual cost for hosting is $2400 for a 5-year contract. Discussion took place regarding the large financial commitment, the 5 year contract and if this solution would solve/improve communication with LBA/lake residents. Cybernautics will train someone on the board to enter and update the site content on a regular basis. LBA will need to push individuals to the website.
