City Liaison

Water continues to be pumped primarily from Lake Bloomington due to the nitrate levels at Lake Evergreen.  A conversation took place with the new city manager, Jeff Jurgens regarding water levels at Lake Bloomington and the impact to the lake residents.  Mark also mentioned he received a suggestion from Marshall Kaisner regarding the historical significance of  “Penn’s Tower”.  The tower is the last in the state that was used by airplane pilots to navigate their route as they flew mail from St Louis to Chicago.  Marshall has also engaged in discussions with the aviation museum at the airport.  This will be further discussed at the Strategic Planning meeting in November.
