LBA Board Minutes

The Lake Bloomington Association June 13, 2024 meeting was called to order at 7:00.  The following board members and guests were present. Bob Freitag opened the meeting at 7:05.  

The minutes of the April meeting were reviewed and accepted. 

As shared in the meeting materials, the Treasurer’s report was presented by Paul Lawrence, and accepted without objection.  We have a $50,413 balance in the LBA account.  Dues in are $4,875 which is $1,275 more than the prior year.  Email reminders were a big help – 51 additional members paid this year.  The fireworks donations will cover the fireworks show this year.  

Joe Darter was unavailable for this meeting due to a water main issue, but shared his regrets.  During a recent meeting of LBA members and water department members, they got acquainted, discussed prior LBA projects and activities, discussed roads, and the number one priority of the water department to remove lead pipes.   The city received a grant for a prototype rain garden on the east side of the lake.  

Initiative reports:

Lake Breeze.  Summer edition will come out at the end of July.  Discussed ideas for lake breeze articles – boat safety, introduce Jeremy (summer lake ranger), fall cleanup.  Deadline for articles is July 15.  

Facebook page / Website / Communications.  Website payment was difficult, shutdown, but eventually paid and reopened.  The board discussed the use of email, Facebook, and the Website.  We are looking for a volunteer to run the website.  Matt Matigian volunteered to look for bids to manage the website.   

Spring Dinner was a big success.  

The Spring Cleanup went well – six hearty volunteers did a wonderful job – even removing a discarded TV from the lake.  A big thanks to East Bay for making pancakes for the group.  

4th of July / Fireworks.  Contracts are signed, deposits are made, permits are applied for, the Gridley fire department is lined up to be there.  We make a donation to the Gridley fire department.  We will send an email with boat parade reminders and other information.  New yard signs advertising the fireworks and events will be ordered. Discussion held concerning the amount of the pontoon parade winner prize ($100.00 to winner). Matt M. suggested raising the amount of the prize this year to $250.00, and agreed to make a donation to cover the additional amount this year.  

Address signs.  Reginelli’s inquired about their name on a sign.  Mark Schuler will check into it with Nate.

Chlorine Tablets – a few were sold at the Spring Dinner.  We’ll note the program in the summer Lake Breeze.

The East Bay rummage sale was generally a success, but required a lot of time/effort by volunteers.  Were not a lot of customers.  Likely will not repeat the event. Thanks to everyone for the setup/takedown. We made approximately $800 for East Bay Camp.
